Ide Community Shop - Sharing the Opportunity

               As you may be aware, the Shop Management Committee has been working hard for nearly two years to find new permanent premises to replace the temporary building in the car park.  During last year, the opportunity arose to lease 7a Fore Street, next to the Memorial Hall.  Subsequently, planning permission was applied for and was granted.  Since then, we have been offered the chance to purchase and develop this site, so that a long-term legacy for the village can be achieved.

               Our intention is to raise the funds required - around £125,000 - to purchase the premises and develop these in line with the design that has already been discussed widely and agreed in principle.  The shop committee has looked at all the options for fund-raising and has determined that, like many other villages around the country, a Community Share Scheme is the best approach.  Other villages the same size as Ide have raised up to £200,000 in this way, and we hope that there will be many people locally who will be in a position to invest.

               We will be launching a formal Share Offer on Thursday 1st March in the school hall at 7.30pm.  All, members and non-members, are invited to attend this meeting and social event.  The offer will be open for approximately one month, after which a decision will be made as to the viability of the proposed scheme.

               Every home will receive an invitation letter setting out details.  If, however, you should be missed for any reason, please call at the shop, where there will be information and application forms to take away.

               The more we have floated this idea informally, the more it seems a real possibility – people have been very positive and responsive, and already several households have indicated a willingness to invest significant sums.  It is very important for the success of the scheme that as many villagers as possible are encouraged to invest large sums or small.
               We realise, of course, that not everyone will be able to commit money, so there will also be the opportunity to get involved in other ways, e.g. by donating time, expertise and skills as part of the refurbishment of the premises.

               If successful, this scheme will secure a community shop in Ide for the foreseeable future.  This is not just about the convenience of a village shop and post office - we believe that the whole project is a vital factor in making Ide a rewarding community in which to live.

               We hope that you will be as excited as we are and will want to be part of this project.
