THE JUBILEE CLUB

We had a a most interesting talk for our meeting on May 28th from a Street Pastor. Christine Smith told us they first heard about this work in Torquay.   There are 9,000 trained volunteers and 250 teams in the U.K.  In Exeter there are 65 commissioned pastors 16 street teams.  To listen is of prime importance in the work.  The Pastors wear a uniform which they pay for themselves, which includes a hat which they must wear, as it shows up on CCTV cameras.  They patrol on Friday and Saturday nights from 10.30 to 3.30 am always within eye contact of another pastor.  They give out bottles of water and flip flips, no money is carried.  They work with the police, and since they have been patrolling there are fewer minor incidents.
Wakefield Whitton came to our meeting on June 11th, bringing a collection of mysterious objects for us to attempt to identify and value! Well he certainly had us fooled with several articles. He is a most entertaining speaker. He told us about a set of Apostle Spoons worth £185,000, however the one he brought is a fake worth £5.  There was a rather novel silver Victorian chick pepper pot valued at £300, an odd looking article which turned out to be a button polisher, a toddy lifter to measure toddy from a punch bowl, and strange objects which turned out to be sugar cutters worth £10-£15.
