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IDE PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 16th January 2013
Present: Barry Hookins (Chairman), Nick Bradley, Peter Pattison, Matt Ward, John Smart, Louise Watson, Sally Cooke, Chris Bishop.
Also in attendance: Rose Saunders (Clerk), Kevin Lake (T.D.C. Councillor), John Goodey (T.D.C. Councillor). There were no members of the public present.
1. Apologies for absence: Sarah Tiley
2. Declarations of Interest: Matt Ward declared his prejudicial interest in the tendering of quotes for hedge maintenance on the allotments site.  Chris Bishop declared his interest as an allotment holder. 
3. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of 21st November were approved and signed by the Chairman as being a correct record of the meeting.
4. Progress reports for information:
· C50 – the residents’ petition for reducing the speed limit and renaming the road has been handed in to Devon CC.  Councillor Simon Hughes will conduct a survey of traffic early one morning and report his findings.
(Nick Bradley arrives at the meeting).
· Bowhay Farm Solar Farm - The Planning Application has been withdrawn
· Weeds around the Green - Peter advised that there were no weeds of concern at this time of year and that there are slabs in place beneath some of the seats.  He offered to spray the weeds to keep them down in the summer. 
· Manhole cover outside No 7 Fore Street - Once again workmen arrived to repair but vehicles had been parked so work was unable to be completed. 
 Action point: Barry to find out when they are due to return so that arrangements can be made to keep the area clear.
· Advertising on the village website - All advertisers have been billed for their annual fees, most have paid and wish to continue to advertise, the others will be taken off.
· Cemetery – Sally had received 2 quotes for work to provide a new area of cremation plots.  Fine Memorials had quoted £1,300 plus VAT for the provision of 28 plots with cremation slabs. Langmead Memorials had identified only 14 extra plots. Sally proposed the acceptance of Fine Memorials’ quote and this was seconded by John Smart.                   Action point – Sally to confirm and arrange for work to commence.
It was agreed that the burial fees should be increased to reflect the provision of the cremation slabs –to be considered at next meeting.

Sarah Tiley has requested three quotes for the provision of a handrail – to be considered at next meeting.

· Parking on Ide Straight - We await a response from Alan Connett- to be included on next meeting’s agenda.                           Action point: Rose to contact Alan for update.
· Flower beds at left hand side of Car Park – only one quote has been received to date – awaiting another.  To be considered at next meeting.
· Bus Shelter – We are waiting for a quote from Matt Hilton for the installation of a Perspex sheet.  Peter to arrange up to a cost of £100.

· Hedges between Ide Straight & the College – Louise advised that the overgrown hedges have been reported to the owners. 
 Action point: Louise to contact TDC to enquire about the re-installation of a stile.
· Dog fouling - The warden placed notices on the curly wurly bridge - no further complaints.

· Re-painting of double yellow lines in Station Road – this will take place as part of Devon Highways’ programme of works but is not high priority.

· Allotments – Nick Bradley confirmed that all licences had been issued and fees paid up to date.  
Three quotes had been received for consideration for the cutting of hedge boundaries. (Matt Ward left the room at this point as per his declaration on interest).
Nick proposed that the contract be granted to Matt Ward at a total cost of £400 (no Vat payable) and this was seconded by Barry Hookins.
(Matt re-entered the room)

· Neighbourhood Plan Update: Peter, Chris & Matt had attended the training session in December. Matt considered that it would not be too onerous and wouldn’t cost a lot to prepare.  He will report on progress at our next meeting.

John Goodey advised that a grant is available from Teignbridge DC based on population but minimum £1,000.  
(Kevin Lake arrives at the meeting).
John offered his help in the preparation of the plan and also suggested contacting the clerk for Chudleigh PC for advice.

5. Flooding in Fore Street – Barry met with Jamie Hewitt of Devon Highways to review the situation following the floods of 24th November 2012.  The suggestion for improvement is for the construction of a new culvert to run from the corner of the Memorial Hall directly into Fordland Brook.  
Kevin Lake had contacted John Hart about the recent floods and the effects on several local villages, including Ide.
Barry confirmed that the flood screen at the rear of the Hall worked well but that there is a high level of silt which needs to be cleared once the ground is dry enough to work on.

Finance: 

· Receipts and Payments for previous 2 months:  Receipts since 21st November 2012 totalled £271 which included allotment licence and website advertising fees. Payments out totalled £788 which included a payment of £50 to HMRC relating to Sam Young’s PAYE which was outstanding from July. The remaining bank balance was £6,862. 


· Claiming of Precept for 2013/14: Rose advised that she is waiting to hear from Teignbridge DC about changes to the issuing of Council Tax support before she can claim the £6,000 agreed

· Rollsbridge Cottage, Ide – single storey side extension – permission granted
· West Town Farm, Ide – change of use of farm buildings – permission granted

· Tedburn St Mary (information only) - appeal against refusal of planning permission for 19.8 hectares solar farm dismissed
· Haldon Ridge Travellers’ Site, Haldon (information only) – application submitted for formation of 15 permanent gypsy & travellers caravan pitches with associated buildings.

Councillors’ Reports: 

Matt – queried why the footpath through Whiddon Farm is no longer passable. Barry confirmed that access had previously been granted by Gordon Bragg, the tenant farmer, but that the Church Commissioners are within their rights to withdraw this permission now that there is no tenant in place.
Nick – advised that the pull-in between “Earles Court” and “Plane Trees” is in a bad state of repair – as are the barriers beside the stream. Action point: Barry to email Jamie Hewitt.
Chris – The footpath behind the car park remains very wet & muddy.  This is the responsibility of Teignbridge DC.
