




IDE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 15th January 2014
Present: Barry Hookins (Chairman), Nick Bradley, Peter Pattison, Louise Watson, Chris Bishop, Sally Cooke.

Also in attendance: Rose Saunders (Clerk), Teignbridge District Councillor John Goodey. Devon County Councillor Alan Connett.  There were two members of the public present.

Public Participation: 
Brenda Spivey asked for the support of the Parish Council for the Hall Renovation Project.   The Hall Committee has decided to proceed with plans to renovate rather than knock down and re-build as suggested by the Parish Council at November’s meeting and are actively fund-raising.  

(Nick Bradley arrives)
Chairman proposed and it was unanimously agreed to grant £1,000 towards the Hall Fund and a letter of support will be provided for use in their fundraising efforts. An application form for the grant will be prepared for Brenda to complete and return, when a cheque will be issued.
Following her attendance at November’s meeting Jackie Chadwick asked whether a decision had been made regarding the upkeep of Coronation Gardens.  It was agreed that she could go ahead and would be paid £10 per hour for 10 hours work to be carried out by the end of March.

N.B. Due to an error by the clerk, this was not included in the agenda but it was felt necessary to agree this as the work to tidy Coronation Gardens should not be delayed by a further two months.

1.  Apologies for absence: John Smart, Matt Ward, Sarah Tiley
2.  Declarations of Interest : None declared.
3.  Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of 20th November 2013 were approved and signed by the Chairman as being a correct record of the meeting.
4.  Progress reports for information:

a.   Cemetery – update on provision of sign at Station Road entrance -  (Louise Watson)

The new sign has now been installed satisfactorily.
b.   Neighbourhood Plan – (Chris Bishop)

A meeting of the sub-committee has been arranged for later in the month.
Nick Bradley advised that Strutt and Parker, on behalf of the Church Commissioners, had queried development of the Pynes Farm site.  There are no plans in place although sensible development here would be welcomed (but not in the orchard), with the hope that any future plans would include the offer of Weir Meadow being taken on as a village amenity.  These areas should be considered for specific mention in the neighbourhood plan.

c.    Allotments - (Nick Bradley)

The work on the path around the MUGA has been delayed due to the extreme weather conditions.  Progress will be monitored.
d.  Gulleys at the side of High Street – Highways have been out to clear the gulleys and the overgrowth of plants on the wall at No 3 High Street has been dealt with after a letter was sent to the owners.  Will monitor to ensure gulleys are kept clear.

e.           Village Fund – All agreed that funds should be made available from the Precept to support local projects.  “Messy Church” have asked for funding for equipment and £150 was allocated from this year’s budget.  Rose will provide an application form for Rachel Herbert to complete and will issue a cheque.
    As the Parish Council is unlikely to receive many such requests, bureaucracy will be kept to a minimum.  There will be a set of guidelines drawn up, an application form and a further form to advise how the funds have been spent.  It is not necessary to set up a sub committee.
Rose will mention the Village Fund in Ide Times so that organisations are aware that money is available.

f.          Commemoration of the Centenary of  Ist World War – consideration of ideas
Louise suggested placing metal railings around the War Memorial, Peter suggested planting a tree on The Green to replace the one that had been felled after storm damage.  Further consideration needed.
Rose advised that Peter Satterly wishes to place a plaque at the Memorial Rose Garden he has planted.  He will be asked to provide details of the wording and size of the plaque and confirmation from the Parochial Church Council that they are in agreement.

g. 
Play Area – Barry is waiting to hear from Charlotte Ives and Angelique Nicholls to confirm what improvements they wish to be made.  Funding is available from reserves.
5. New items arising: 

a.   Ide Memorial Hall – consideration of request for funding for renovations.

  Finance:

a.  Receipts and Payments since 20th November 2013 – Current account £6,724.13, Deposit account £696.41, cheques outstanding £186.48 resulting in a balance of £7,234.06 credit.  
b.  To consider budget for 2014/2015 and agree Precept request- A suggested budget was circulated for consideration.  There is a payment due to Bob Lowton for work done last year to clear the trash screen at the rear of properties in Fore Street.  When the amount is known it will also be added to the yearly budget as this will be a necessary annual expense. Budget to be discussed at March’s meeting.

It was agreed that the level of Precept to be claimed for 2014/15 will remain at £6,000 and Rose will contact Teignbridge accordingly.

8. Councillors’ Reports: 

Louise suggested that Ide should enter the “Village in Bloom” competition. To be considered at March’s meeting.

Nick voiced concern about the state of the pothole at the mini-roundabout – Barry will report again.

The new owners of Whiddon Farm have built Devon hedges in place of some gateways and the recent heavy rain has washed the mud into the road.  Rose will contact landowners to request that this is remedied.
Barry reported that fencing of the bridle path beside the village car park is in poor repair.  The Church Commissioners have been asked to repair their wooden fences but the Parish Council is responsible for the metal link fencing, posts and stile.   He will arrange for quotes and report back.

Peter advised that the top stones on the wall adjacent to the churchyard are loose and could be dangerous.  As this wall was re-built just last year by Teignbridge DC Barry will report this to them as a matter of urgency.
