




IDE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 16th July 2014
Present: Barry Hookins (Chairman), Nick Bradley, Peter Pattison, John Smart, Sarah Tiley, and Louise Watson.
Also in attendance: Rose Saunders (Clerk), Teignbridge District Councillors John Goodey and Kevin Lake.  There were no members of the public present.

Public Participation:

1. Apologies for absence: Apologies had been received from Sally Cooke and Chris Bishop. Alan Connett (Devon County Councillor) was also unable to attend. 
2.  Declarations of Interest: None declared.
3.  Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of 21st May 2014 were approved and signed by the Chairman as being a correct record of the meeting.
4.  Progress reports for information:
a. Neighbourhood Plan (Peter Pattison) – Over 70 people attended the exhibition/forum held on 5th July, with lots of positive comments received. There will be a further meeting in September to decide on the next step.  Chris has reported back to TDC and will claim the allocated £1,000 payment to cover initial costs.
Barry thanked the Sub-committee for putting on such an excellent display.
b. Allotments (Nick Bradley) – The allotment plots are now looking well tended with the two new plots still being developed.  The waiting list is now down to just two names. It may be necessary to increase the annual rents with the aim of building up a fund to cover the costs of future hedge cutting etc. and this will be discussed at September’s meeting.
c.  Commemoration of the Centenary of 1st World War – consideration of ideas
Sarah has found out that there are packs of  “Flanders’ poppy seeds” on sale at B&Q in aid of the Royal British Legion.  Action point: Sarah to purchase some and get them sown along the entrance to the village at the appropriate time.
The other suggestion is for a tree, with a memorial plaque, to be planted beside the Green.  Action point: Peter to investigate costs for consideration at September’s meeting.
d.   Play Area – consideration of request for improvements – Barry, Angelique Nicholls and Fiona Field have met with Playline Design Ltd. of Kingsteignton to consider what improvements can be made.  The company advise that there may be funding of up to £10k available.  They will provide designs and costings. On-going.
e.    Fencing around Village Car Park – Barry advised that Polar Landscaping is due to start the work in August.
f.    Complaint re parking opposite Ide School - update: Barry has reported this again to Sean Millar. Traffic Enforcement Officers are attending more regularly. To report any traffic incidents to the Police the number is 101 or the appropriate Council department should be contacted by email.

Large tree at Canns House on Station Road:  David Howe, the owner, provided a letter confirming that the tree is regularly inspected by a tree surgeon.  He claims there is no TPO on it but Sarah/Louise will query this with TDC.

Ide Parish Fund – update:  Barry has spoken to Rachel Thomas advising that the Ide Childcare Trust application had been declined.  He has given her Alan Connett’s contact details as he indicated that there might be support/advice available.  No other applications have been received.

Trash screen – update: Rose has contacted Bob Lowton – he will clear the screen when he can access the site i.e. when crops allow.
5. New Items arising:

a) 
Vacancy for Parish Councillor:  This had been advertised in Ide Times resulting in one application, from Andy Swain.  His letter had been circulated for consideration in advance of the meeting and his appointment as a co-opted member was proposed (Louise) and seconded (Nick). Action point: Rose to confirm this with Andy and arrange for a “New Councillors’ Course” to be attended (also for Nick as he has not attended one!)

To consider request for Cycle Lane along C50 to Ide Interchange:  Barry had emailed Alan Connett but had not received a reply.  Action point: Barry to contact again with more specific request for cycle lane on road from Ide Interchange towards the village.
c)
To consider support for the purchase of a Defibrillator for the village: There has been a request from one of the “school mums” who is raising funds for a Defibrillator.  With advice from Nick as to its use, all agreed to support this request. Action point: Louise to contact the applicant for more information.

  Finance:
a.  Receipts and Payments from 21st May to 16th July 2014 – Balance on current account is £6,745.15, deposit a/c £696.59 totalling £7,441.74.  There are un-presented cheques totalling £118.95 resulting in a balance of £7,322.79, £2,000 of which has been promised to the Play Area.
The £452.62 VAT re-claim was received on 5th June.

The main item of expense in June was the annual insurance payment of £559.56, a saving of £300 on last year.

The annual audit has been undertaken by Grant Thornton and signed off.  Because neither the income nor the expenditure last year was in excess of £10,000 there is no audit fee to pay, saving £140.

· Mr & Mrs Knott, land off Polehouse Lane - new agricultural access – approved
· Mr & Mrs C Strong, 42 High Street – retrospective- replacing metal roof with natural slate – approved.
· Mr Martin, Land adjacent Sunnybrook Cottage – Appeal against refusal of planning permission for erection of cottage – awaiting result.
· Mr D Martin deceased, Rollsbridge Bungalow, certificate of lawfulness for existing use/removal of agricultural tie.
8. Councillors’ Reports: 

Louise advised that the hawthorn tree on The Green has undergone an emergency repair and this will be monitored throughout the year.  
She reported the dumping of garden waste in Scratchface Lane – this has been passed to TDC who have been out to inspect it.

Peter queried whether Peter Satterly had finished his memorial rose garden.  Barry will query this with him. 
There may be some progress with the piece of land behind the houses opposite the shop. Apparently the owner is having a survey on it and will get back to the PC.
Sarah voiced concerns about the future development of the Springwell site having heard rumours of a business re-locating there. 
Barry explained that Paul Tonkin who looks after the cemetery is now working on controlling the weeds in the Car Park.
