





IDE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 17th September 2014
Present: Barry Hookins (Chairman), Nick Bradley, Peter Pattison, Chris Bishop, John Smart, Sarah Tiley, Louise Watson, Sally Cooke, Andy Swain.
Also in attendance: Rose Saunders (Clerk), Teignbridge District Councillor Kevin Lake.  There were two members of the public present.

Public Participation: 
Jackie Chadwick reported that she had seen no surveys taking place on the land between Fore Street and the C50.
Lucy Gillett requested support from the Parish Council for her fundraising efforts to purchase a Defibrillator for the village.  She aims to raise approx. £2,000 and is liaising with the school for further backing.  Information provided by the Community Heartbeat Trust had been circulated to all members prior to the meeting. See item 4.j below.

1. Apologies for absence: All members were present.  John Goodey (Teignbridge District Councillor) and Alan Connett (Devon County Councillor) were unable to attend. 
2.  Declarations of Interest: None declared.
3.  Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of 16th July 2014 were approved and signed by the Chairman as being a correct record of the meeting.
4.  Progress reports for information:
a.  Neighbourhood Plan (Chris Bishop) – The residents’ survey forms received at the July exhibition highlighted three areas of concern which Chris and the sub-group will concentrate on: housing, green spaces and businesses.
The results of the survey will be fed back to Teignbridge DC and there will be further liaison with residents.

Kevin offered his and John Goodey’s assistance with any leafleting around the parish.

Chris will query the payment of £1,000, which should have been received from TDC.

b.  Allotments (Nick Bradley) – There are currently eight plot holders each paying an annual rent of £10.  Annual income is therefore £80.  The Parish Council pays £100 p.a. to Devon County Council so there is a shortfall of £20 p.a.  Nick had circulated a paper suggesting that the rent be increased to £30 p.a. with effect from July 2015 and this would allow the PC to build up a surplus to cover any maintenance and repairs to the site under the terms of the Devon County Council lease.

Nick proposed the increase to £30 and this was unanimously approved.  He will contact Mark Thomas.
c.  Commemoration of the Centenary of the 1st World War – consideration of ideas: Sarah will liaise with the new Head Teacher of Ide School to get the school children involved with the sowing of “Flanders poppy seeds”.
Peter had looked into planting a beech tree on The Green to replace the one that was felled a few years ago. An 8 – 10ft beech tree can be bought for £51 plus delivery and it was suggested that the school children are asked to assist in the planting.  A relevant plaque could be placed alongside it.

All agreed to this purchase and Peter will go ahead.
d.  Play Area – consideration of request for improvements: – The quote from Playline Design Ltd. from Kingsteignton came in at £30,000, which is much more than anticipated. Barry is awaiting a progress report from Angelique Nichols. 
e.    Fencing around Village Car Park: – Barry advised that Polar Landscaping, who were due to start the work in August, failed to turn up so he has contacted another contractor, Martin Hookway, who has quoted £1,575 + VAT.  All agreed to give Mr Hookway the job.
f.
Large tree at Canns House on Station Road: - David Howe, the householder, confirmed that there is no TPO on this tree but as it is within the conservation area, permission would have to be granted by Teignbridge for any pruning or felling.

g. 
Ide Parish Fund – update: An application has been received from Nigel Gooding on behalf of Ide RFC for £75 for the purchase of three rugby balls.  All agreed to this request.  Rose to issue cheque and obtain receipt.
h. 
Trash screen – update: Rose has contacted Bob Lowton – he will clear the screen when he can access the site i.e. when crops allow. Rose to remind Bob, as this needs to be done before winter sets in.
i.
 Request for cycle lane along C50 to Ide Interchange – update: Barry has contacted Highways who advise that there is no money available to do this.  A designated cycle lane across the A30 slip roads is considered too dangerous for cycles to cross.
j.     Support for the purchase of a Defibrillator for the village – update:  (see public participation above) All agreed that this is a worthwhile cause, of benefit to everyone in the village and close surrounding area.
Louise proposed that a grant of £500 be given towards the purchase and Sally seconded this.  Kevin Lake is willing to donate from his Teignbridge DC funds and suggested that John Goodey would do the same.  Barry will contact Alan Connett.
A discussion was held regarding the siting of a Defibrillator as it needs to be easily accessible at all times, be kept in a dry, secure environment.  It was suggested that a possible site would be under the shop canopy, which is well lit and covered by CCTV. Barry will raise this at the September Shop Committee meeting.

5. New Items arising:

a) 
Royal British Legion Remembrance – to consider annual donation for poppy wreath

Barry proposed a payment of £60, which would cover the cost of a wreath plus donation.  There were no objections.

He also asked for support from members at the annual remembrance service at the War Memorial on 9th November.

  Finance:
a.  To receive Receipts and Payments from 16th July 2014 to 17th September – Balance on current account is £6,508.04, deposit a/c £696.65 totalling £7,204.69.  There are un-presented cheques totalling £125 resulting in a balance of £7,079.69, £2,300 of which has been allocated to the Play Area.
A grant of £1,000 has been approved by Devon CC via Alan Connett and this is being processed.

The second Precept payment of £3,000 is due to be received from Teignbridge DC in September, and there is £1,000 due towards Neighbourhood Plan expenses.

· Mr D Williams, 2 Cobbe House, Station Road – felling of two trees – awaiting decision

· Mr Jenner, Ide Barn, Ide – change of use of agricultural barn to dwelling – awaiting decision
9.    Councillors’ Reports: 

Louise advised that there had been a tree blown down in the Car Park and that it had been cleared away.  A section of the trunk remains and will need removing before the fencing work is done.  
Andy advised that he is looking at bringing the website up to date and asked Chris to forward pictures relating to the Neighbourhood Plan.

Nick reported that the “No Access” road sign beside Earles Court is lying on the verge.  Barry will, report this to Highways.
