





IDE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 19th November 2014
Present: Barry Hookins (Chairman), Nick Bradley, Peter Pattison, Chris Bishop, John Smart, Louise Watson, Andy Swain.
Also in attendance: Rose Saunders (Clerk), Teignbridge District Councillors Kevin Lake and John Goodey, Devon County Councillor Alan Connett.  There was one member of the public present.

Public Participation: 
Jackie Chadwick thanked Kevin Lake and Alan Connett for their support for “The Hub” at the Congregational Church.
1. Apologies for absence: Apologies were received from Sally Cooke and Sarah Tiley. 
2.  Declarations of Interest: None declared.
3.  Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of 17th September 2014 were approved and signed by the Chairman as being a correct record of the meeting.
4.  Progress reports for information:
a.  Neighbourhood Plan (Chris Bishop) – There have been three meetings of the sub-group since September’s PC meeting.  They have looked at other Neighbourhood Plans for examples of good practice and are now working on the table of contents.
b.  Allotments (See below)
c.  Commemoration of the Centenary of the 1st World War (Peter Pattison) – Peter, Barry and Sarah have planted a beech tree on The Green, with a memorial plaque.  They were assisted by a group of children from Ide School who also scattered poppy seeds.  
The wreath-laying ceremony at the War Memorial on Remembrance Sunday was well attended and the efforts of the Ide Rugby Club in raising the profile of those Ide men who lost their lives were much appreciated.

d.  Play Area – consideration of request for improvements: – Angelique Nichols had provided a revised drawing from Playline for a less expensive option, this time approx. £14,000.  This is still much more than funds allow. It is hoped that there will be fundraising efforts in the village next year to allow work to commence.

Alan Connett considered that TDC and DCC would extend the time limits on the spending of grants received – Rose to contact them at a later date.
Kevin Lake suggested that we speak to the clerk at Kennford PC for funding advice.  Rose to follow up. 
e.    Fencing around Village Car Park: – Barry advised that the work has now been done and the Car Park is looking much tidier.
f.
Ide Parish Fund – update: No applications have been received since the last meeting.

g. 
Trash screen – update: Rose and Barry have contacted Bob Lowton who explained that he had needed to obtain permission to access the site from the farmer who has taken over the lease.  This has now been obtained and the screen will be cleared as soon as weather permits.  Rose to remind Bob again, as this needs to be done before winter sets in.
h.    Defibrillator purchase – update – Lucy Gillett’s fundraising efforts, together with grants from TDC via Kevin and John, and the money promised from PC reserves mean that we have enough to make the purchase and the order has been placed.
There is still discussion about the best place to site it so we need to take advice from the suppliers.
Training will be arranged and advertised.

i.
Damaged road sign at Earles Court – Barry has reported this again and it is due to be repaired by 5th December.

b. 
Allotments (Nick Bradley) – At September’s meeting it was suggested that the annual licence fee be increased to £30 to allow a contingency fund to build up.  The licence fee is next due in July 2015.  Nick has since undertaken research into the level of licence fees at other councils and taking into consideration the size of the plots proposed amending this to £24. 
Nick has consulted with the chairman of the allotment holders association, Mark Thomas, who reported that the allotment holders are content with the proposed increase in their annual licence fee to £24 from 5 July 2015.
The amendment from £30 to £24 per annum was unanimously agreed.
5. New Items arising:

a) 
Bus Shelter – need for regular cleaning - It was agreed that we would ask in December’s Ide Times for a volunteer to keep the bus shelter clean and tidy.  Rose to arrange.
b)
Website (Andy Swain) – Minutes of PC meetings, and editions of Ide Times have now been brought up to date on the website.  Discussion was held regarding whether to charge businesses to advertise – no decision was made.  Andy will contact the businesses that already advertise and Rose will mention in December’s Ide Times.
c)
Teignbridge DC Electors’ Fund – to consider claim for extra dog bins. Barry had been approached with a request for a couple of dog bins to be placed “around the world” – at the top of Haynes Lane in the pull-in opposite Oinkers, and possibly at the end of The College.  It was agreed to apply to the Electors’ Fund to cover the cost.  Rose has contacted TDC and they will charge approx. £270 for each bin, including fixing.  An application for £540 has been prepared.
6. 
  Finance:
a.  To receive Receipts and Payments from to 17th September to 19th November 2014 – Balance on current account is £8,548, deposit a/c £697 totalling £9,245.  There are un-presented cheques totalling £235 resulting in a balance of £9,010.
Of this, £2,300 has been allocated to the Play Area, £500 to the Defibrillator, and there is £1600 (net of VAT) to be paid for the Car Park fencing.
This leaves a working balance of £4,610. 
b) To consider budget and precept requirements for 2015/16 - Rose had prepared a suggested budget for 2015/16. This showed that there would be no requirement for a change to the existing precept and it was agreed to keep the precept request at £6,000.
c) To consider the need to update bank signatories.  Rose has found that the signatories on the Lloyds Bank account mandate are out of date.  These will need changing and it was agreed that this should wait until after the PC elections next year.  In the mean time, any two signatures are required out of Barry, Nick and John.
7.    Recent Planning Applications:
· Mr Martin, Land adjacent Sunnybrook Cottage – Appeal against refusal of planning permission for erection of cottage – Appeal dismissed
· Ms K Blundell, The Nook, High Street – replacement of conservatory with garden room – Approved
· Mr K Taborn, Fordlands, College Lane – new rear access to Ide Lane – Approved
· Mr D Williams, 2 Cobbe House, Station Road – felling of two trees – Approved
· Mr Jenner, Ide Barn, Ide – change of use of agricultural barn to dwelling – awaiting decision (This was sent to the wrong Parish – should have been Shillingford!)
· Ms K Blundell, The Nook, High Street – felling of one tree – awaiting decision
· Ms G Orme, Blacksmith Cottage, Fore Street, - felling of one tree – awaiting decision
9.    Councillors’ Reports: 

Nick suggested that the PC bank balance is too high and that this could be included on January’s agenda.

He advised that he had contacted Devon CC to query whether they were planning to increase the annual rent of £100, which Ide PC pays to Devon CC on its lease for the allotment garden land. (Following this meeting Devon CC confirmed that this rent will remain at £100 per annum until the end of the Term of the lease, 24 October 2017).
Chris – Details of the Neighbourhood Plan should now be included on the village website – he will liaise with Andy.

Peter raised concerns about parking around The Green when there are weddings etc. at the church.  In the past, parking had been allowed on the grass but it was considered to be valuable green space so this is not to be re-introduced.
Barry advised that Andy now has a key to the sandbag store.  Rose asked Andy to confirm which phone number he wanted quoting on the “sandbag notices” and he will get back to her.
