Established in 1990, Hillcrest Growers is based on a 35 acre site and operates as a commercial plant nursery producing plants for the public and private sectors. People are encouraged to become part of the experienced horticultural team where they will have the opportunity to learn and develop many transferable skills, including general nursery work, propagation, potting and planting, retail skills, using machinery and delivery.

IDE WHEELERS


December cycling: long long hours of darkness, the roads either deep with puddles or else slippy with ice, fingers and toes, hands and feet, all getting mightily and painfully frozen . . . . just the right conditions for a 24hour sponsored cycle challenge around lanes in Normandy! Well, you know the usual sponsored bike ride, it’s just a jolly ! To raise money casually pedalling about lovely countryside as if it was a chore is disingenuous – the event should be long, unpleasant and challenging!. And what we are heading for should be that. Who are we? We are Ide Wheelers Dave Howe, Stuart Brooking and myself, Pete Bishop. 


How did it come about that we are doing what we are doing, and what exactly are we doing? It came about from a conversation I had with Michel Motyka, a twinner who lives in Cleville, during last year’s visit to France. He told of a 24hour cycling event that Canteloup & Cleville put on to raise funds for ‘Telethon’, which is the approximate equivalent of Children in Need, though raising money primarily for research into childhood neuromuscular diseases. I asked that we might join in – can we? Yes! Please do! So we are. We will be pedalling as many times as we can manage around an 11km circuit of roads in the vicinity of Canteloup and Cleville, in the company of a few others, all at varying speeds. It will be an experience, almost certainly a bad one, but hey ho it’ll be nice afterwards……


This will take place from 4pm Friday, 5th December to 4pm Saturday, 6th December, so if that weekend is rainy, wet, windy, cold (quite likely) then think of us . . . . 4pm start, so at 11pm Friday eve when you’re sipping your cocoa we’ll still have another SEVENTEEN HOURS pedalling ahead of us.


In addition to raising money for French Telethon (a good cause - medical research and the knowledge gained from it will benefit all those suffering from neuromuscular diseases throughout the world) we have also opted to raise funds for Vranch House, being as it is that establishment which caters for many who have been victims of neuro-muscular diseases in childhood, so a good parity.
