



IDE PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of Parish Council Meeting held 15th March 2017
Attended by: Cllrs. Nick Bradley (Chairman), Pete Bishop (Vice Chairman), Barry Hookins, John Smart,

There were no members of the public present.

Public participation: n/a

1.  Apologies: received from Cllrs. Peter Pattison & John Goodey (TDC)
2.  Declaration of Interest: 
Rachel Herbert declared an interest in item 8c in regard to planning application reference 17/00497/CAN

Pete Bishop declared an interest in item 6c regarding the repair of village benches.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on 18th January were approved as being a true record of that meeting.
4. New items arising:

a) Village Hall (NB)– to consider a proposal that the Parish Council could pay £500 in advance to cover the hire of the hall for all PC meetings for the next five years, i.e. 60 months excluding those months when the hall will be unavailable due to renovation work being carried out.  This had been suggested by the clerk to provide funds “up-front” towards the Hall renovation project.  This was unanimously approved under the proviso that funds should be returned to the PC in the case of permanent closure for any other reason. Action: Clerk to ascertain whether the Hall committee would agree to this offer.
Barry offered to attend Hall meetings on Rachel’s behalf if she was unable to attend due to work commitments.
b) Village Car Park (BH): to consider the possibilities for better control of the car park, and the wording of new signage.  No action is now required as the problem of a Western Power vehicle parking overnight has been resolved. Teignbridge DC advise that the Car Park sign can be overpainted – the wording to be considered at May’s meeting.
c) Cemetery (ST):  Sarah had undertaken a review of the cemetery fees as they had not been increased since 2015. She had compared them with other parishes and simplified the charging structure accordingly.  A 4% increase was unanimously approved and it was also agreed to no longer charge for the burial of infants and children up to 12 years of age. 
d) Road Sign (NB): Residents had asked for a “No Through Road” sign to be placed at the junction of The Green & Station Road. All agreed that this was a good idea.  Action: Clerk to contact DCC Highways.
5. Neighbourhood Plan update (CB):
a) Feedback from consultation exhibition held on 11th February 2017

75 people attended, 65 questionnaires were completed, with few adverse comments.

The steering group have met to review the responses and these will be passed to the Planning Consultant.  The number of parking spaces needed checking as this is such an important issue.  

The specific policies relating to Weir Meadow, the Victorian Orchard, Open green spaces, Parking and Pynes Farm development were all very well received. 

Two residents had asked for the Round Field site to be covered by a separate policy. The steering group had taken advice from the Teignbridge Neighbourhood Planning advisor, David Kiernan; and from the Planning Consultant, Paul Weston.  The terms and definitions of the NPPF (National Planning Policy Framework) mean that Round Field does not meet the stipulations for being classed as Local Green Space.  But the PC felt strongly that the Policy IDE03 on car parking should be strengthened by emphasising that the Neighbourhood Plan would only support parking schemes within the Parish which provided car parking for residents and that it would not support any parking schemes designed to meet the needs of Exeter.
Many expressed their frustrations, in the feedback, about the School Field, now that there is no public access. The school governors have been asked to reconsider but will not change their position. There is little the PC can do as this is school land but it will remain in the policy as a “protected recreational area”.
b) The next steps:
The N/Plan section of the website needs re-organising to make it clearer, with the most recent documents at the top and Chris asked if the background colour could be changed. He will liaise with Andy.
Within the next month, the pre-submission plan should be ready to submit.

MUGA – There was a lot of dis-satisfaction with lack of access for residents, cost of hiring, and keyholding arrangements.  Rachel and Barry will act as a MUGA working party to discuss these issues with the school.  Action: Clerk to establish current arrangements with the school secretary.
6. Progress reports:

a) Play area (BH) – Still waiting for Play Design to reduce the height of the finger mazes.  Two signs have been made, one thanking the list of donors and the other advising how to report problems. Thanks to Lee Dart of Select Signs for making these signs free of charge.
b) Ide Parish Fund – to consider new applications received – there have been no applications since the last meeting
c) Village benches (BH) – (Pete Bishop left the room) The broken pieces of the bench on the Dunchideock road have been disposed of; one on The Green has rotted and needs taking away: others need repairing and renovating.  PB had offered to undertake the repairs at a reduced rate.  It was agreed that two further quotes were required and Barry will arrange this and advise councillors by email for a decision to be made. 
(Pete returned to the room) NB thanked him for his offer and advised him of the above.
d) Victorian Orchard – (NB)- NB had met with Clive Morgan of Rendells on site to ask for a valuation and this has yet to be received. We have it in writing that the Church Commissioners are willing to sell the orchard to the PC for public amenity use.  The Church Commissioners have not stated an asking price,  suggesting that the Parish Council  approach them  with an offer. Conditions of any sale would include: the owner retaining  mineral rights;  the PC would be responsible for boundary fencing, drainage and access;  and the PC to pay the CCs’ legal and professional fees. There are also a number of covenants and overages attached as conditions of sale. The site is 3.9 acres. The current tenancy runs until October 2018, so we have 18 months in  which to negotiate a price,  re-consult village residents with definite information  and figures, and if the will to proceed remains strong,  to start to raise funds. 
7. Finance & Administration:

a) Receipts and Payments from 18/01/17 to 15/03/17
Balance of current and deposit account combined = £6,234.71

From this, £450 has been allocated for the repainting of the railings in Coronation Gardens, resulting in a balance of £5,784.71 with usual running costs to be met.

Receipts since 18th January = £2,405.16 - mainly VAT re-claim £1,076 & cemetery fees of £1,328.

Payments made = £2,486.74 gross (N/Plan consultancy fee & expenses, grant to Village Hall, Cemetery, Clerk’s wages & PAYE, Accountancy services & website).

8. Planning (PB):

a) Ide Parish Council Planning Committee; Terms of Reference

Pete had prepared a sample Terms of Reference document and questioned whether the planning committee needed more than three members. NB as PC chairman would act as an occasional member ex-officio if necessary to maintain  a quorum.  The council voted in favour of adopting these terms.
b) Update on arrangements for future applications 
The committee will hold meetings, open to the public, at 6.30pm on the first Tuesday of each month, possibly in the Congregational Church room. The meetings would need to be advertised on the website and the Parish notice board giving three clear working days’ notice. Minutes would need to taken and published, and all planning applications received would need to be published on the website and in Ide Times. This would result in extra working time for the Parish Clerk, payment for which will need to be discussed and agreed. Action: NB to discuss with Clerk and confirm decision to planning committee.
c) Notification of recent applications:

16/03360/MAJ – Springwell Nursery, Old Ide Lane – Variation of condition 2 on planning permission 11/08844/MAJ to alter external appearance of the building – Ide PC have objected - ongoing
16/03222/FUL – 5 The Green, Ide – Creation of a new driveway to connect the existing drive to the road – Ide PC objected - PB attended the Teignbridge DC planning meeting where permission was refused.
17/00010/REF - The Bungalow, Rollsbridge Farm -  Appeal against refusal of Application No 16/02098/CLDE - Certificate of Lawfulness for non-compliance with agricultural tying condition – Ide PC have no further comments to make
17/00324/FUL – Ide First School – Children’s timber fitness/play equipment – Ide PC support this
17/00497/CAN – 4 Old Vicarage Close – Felling of two poplar trees (These trees are not at 4 Old Vicarage Close but in the rear garden of a cottage in Fore Street. Rachel Herbert had declared an interest as they are behind her garden and her insurers are involved). PB is taking advice from Mark Waddams at TDC 
9. Councillors’ reports and items for future agenda

ST: Cemetery - The boards at the side of the cemetery path need repairing/replacing. She was asked to obtain quotes to bring to May’s meeting.
A resident had asked if the school clock could be repaired – this is owned and maintained by the school so is out of PC control.

AS: Balls Farm Road – the traffic issues continue to cause concern.  He is meeting with Cllr Hill & Alan Connett and will report back.
CB provided a list of village clubs and societies for the contact details to be updated.
BH: The tarmac at the entrance to the car park needs replacing – he will get quotes for May’s meeting.

NB: Allotments. He advised that he will take over responsibility for the allotments while Chris works on the N/Plan. He has negotiated a further six years’ lease at £120 per annum (up from £100 p.a. ) and suggested increasing the licence fees to £27 per year with effect from 1st July.  To be included on May’s agenda.

Weir Meadow – Negotiations continue – Nick expects to receive a letter of offer imminently.

Cllr Kevin Lake (TDC) reminded that the Boundary Commission Review of Teignbridge resulted in a “three councillor ward” to include Whitestone.
