The MUGA will be open to the public for 219 days of the year based on

i. 14 weeks of school holidays (14x7=) 98 days+

ii.  weekends(38x2=) 76 days+ 

iii. schoolday evenings in daylight 1600-2000h for ¾ of the year (190 days x 0.75 x 4/12 hours total open time = 45 days equivalent

This means the site is available for use by the public for 219/365= 60% of the available time.

It is possible that in the future we may seek planning permission for floodlighting which would increase the time available for the public to use the MUGA in the winter and evenings. 

3.  If the building is locked for security purposes, how can the public apply for access?

When the site is locked (for example in the evenings) access will be ensured in several ways. The school caretaker will unlock the MUGA for this purpose and lock at dusk as is already the case with the school field. A timetable showing any bookings will be displayed on an outdoors notice board next to the MUGA. The MUGA group will have several key holders who will open the MUGA for general public access at the weekend or evenings if the caretaker cannot do so.(eg when on holiday). Village user groups that have a regular booking eg. The Tennis Group, will be given a key to the MUGA so as to be able to unlock and lock for their sessions. This is already the case with the school hall which is used regularly by several groups including the badminton group who meet there one evening a week.  We have also agreed with the village community shop that a key can be kept in the shop along with a timetable indicating any bookings (This may be stored online and be accessed via the shop computer so as to ensure it is kept up to date). The shop will have a book so that villagers can sign the key in and out. The only reason for locking the site is for insurance reasons and as the site is not directly visible from the road to safeguard the welfare of children and other users. For most of the time, during weekends and holidays, the MUGA site will be open during daylight hours for the public to share and use together.  This access would be publicised in the Parish magazine. 
4.  Who will use the facility or amenity? (List user groups and regular booking times).

Ide Primary School Term time: 8.50am -3.30pm. However suring this time it will be used by other user groups as is the school site currently. These include Toddler group and Ide Childcare Trust. 
Ide Childcare Trust Pre-school and After-school clubs (support letter enclosed) Term time 8am-4.00pm
Ide Green Rovers FC (Support letter from Simon Cain, Treasurer) 10am-12pm Sundays 
Ide Tennis Group (support letter enclosed) One night a week 6-8pm

Toddler group Tuesday mornings (Term time and holidays 10-11am) General weekend use.
Netball team (Not yet formed but survey results indicate this group will be established once MUGA is in place). 

Bikeability and other cycling groups. Booking times to be confirmed.
We envisage other regular user groups to come forward once the MUGA is in place and publicised. This will be a measure of the success of the project. 
5. Please detail the number of people who currently use the amenity and estimate the number of people who will use the amenity after project completion.

At the moment the school leases the site to the Parish Council and around 10 allotment holders use it. An alternative site for the allotments has now been sourced and funding secured for relocation. After project completion, the MUGA will be used by over 150 children, and over 70 adults in the village indicated either they or a family member would use the MUGA for sport/recreation. (based on survey results). When used for community events, it will be used by around 100-200 people at a time. We estimate that at least 5 village groups will book the MUGA for regular use (based on survey results) and we expect this number to grow once the project has been established and the facility promoted as groups will form within the village. 

6. How will the facility be advertised? E.g. Library, Newsletter, Local Press.

It will be promoted in the Parish Newsletter, Ide Times as well as in the Community Shop. It is possible we may advertise the facility on the village website also. 
7. Are there any restrictions on use?

None unless an activity contravened basic health and safety rules or damaged the MUGA.

8. If there is a charge for use, please detail the tariff of charges.

The charging/ hire-fee structure will be based on a low cost for sole use and no cost for general open use. It has yet to be set but will be compliant with the above statement.

9. How will any income be used?

Any income generated (which will be minimal) will be used to maintain site safety/clear leaves etc.
