4. Planning Applications: Planning Committee Chairman (PB)
4.1 Update on previous applications18/01024/MAJ Springwell Nursery IDE Erection of a new Garden Sales Area Building including    Café/Restaurant, Storage/Warehouse, New Public Car Park Area and Turning Area. This was considered at the last full IPC meeting on 25 July 2018 and an objection was lodged. TDC planning department has asked the applicant for further information about the design of the development.

18/02306/FUL Meadowpark Markham Lane Shillingford – single storey front/side extension. Permission has been  granted.

a)  Minutes of the working group meeting held on 24 October 2018 were presented and NB reported a further meeting was held on 15 January 2019. 
      b): Representatives of the Church Commissioners met on 3rd December 2018 with the chairman of   Ide PC and the Weir Meadow working group, and are now actively investigating feasibility of two alternative agricultural access routes to the Northern Fields, which would avoid having to share the current entrance gate. Councillors agreed to  encourage the working group to take professional advice on applying for planning permission for recreational use.  Minutes of this meeting have been circulated and presented. 7.1 Greater Exeter Strategic Plan and South West Exeter Development –a meeting was held in Alphington on 11 January 2019, attended by PB. He reported that the plans for the new Matford housing development are on hold until improved plans for the infrastructure for schools, open space and medical services are debated more thoroughly.
7.2 Naming of C50 as Ide Village Road. Plans are now in hand for the change of name to Ide Village Road, with new signage and confirmation of new postcode.   Action: ML
7.3 Village website updating – report from AS/MT was welcomed. Councillors agreed to accept the recommendations proposed in  their paper. It was agreed that  charges for advertising on the site to be raised to £15 per annum per advertiser.  All were encouraged to find additional advertisers for the website. It was also agreed that responsibility for specific sections of the website could and should be devolved, each to a named responsible individual.

7.4 Balls Farm Road – The chairman thanked PB and AS for their reports and perseverance in keeping the pressure on with regard to the traffic problems and monitoring. The chairman invited the Safe Routes for Ide group to discuss their first choice option  for dealing with the BFR traffic problem, with a view to putting this as a resolution to the Parish Council  to adopt as policy at its March 2019 meeting.
