



IDE PARISH COUNCIL
                    Draft minutes of a meeting held on Wednesday 18 SEPTEMBER 2019, 7.30 pm 

Attended by: Councillors Nick Bradley (Chairman), Andy Swain, Jessica Paine, Jenny Lundh, Carolyn Tysoe and Mark Thomas.  Paula Burton-Perrett joined the Council between items 4 and 5.
In attendance: Mel Liversage (clerk); three members of the public.

Declaration of recording:  The parish council will audio record section 5.1

Public participation: The chairman invited members of the public present to give their views or question the Parish Council on issues on this agenda or raise issues to be considered for discussion at a future meeting, at the discretion of the chairman. Members of the public may not take part in the Parish Council Meeting itself.
One resident of the Parish who is a farmer requested that the Council consider the difficulties  sometimes experienced by agricultural, large or emergency vehicles, travelling along Fore Street,  caused by vehicles parked on both sides of the Street. When parked vehicles are large or are not parked close up to the kerb,  the gap in  the road can be too narrow for certain vehicles to get through. The resident has suggested  to Devon Highways a re-configuration of the yellow lines to allow parking on one side only of Fore Street, but along a greater part of its length; and sought the Council’s support for her suggestion. The Chairman undertook to include the matter as an item for discussion on the agenda for the November 2019 meeting. 
1.  Apologies:  Councillors Pete Bishop and Rachel Herbert, whose  apologies for absence were accepted.
2. Declarations of Interest.  Councillor Thomas declared an interest in item 8.1 on Pynes  Orchard.
3. Draft minutes of previous meeting held on 10 July 2019 were approved and adopted; and signed by the chairman.

4. Parish Councillor Vacancy – Co-Option. Two candidates, Paula Burton-Perrett and Ben Ervine, had applied for the vacancy on Ide Parish Council. A  paper ballot of councilors was held. Paula Burton-Perrett was duly elected by the Council, and co-opted as a Parish Councillor.  She was congratulated and joined the councillors for the meeting.  The chairman thanked both candidates for their enthusiasm in  applying. He also thanked Ben Ervine for his generous offer of help in reviewing and updating the village website, which was warmly accepted .

5. Planning Applications: In the absence of Planning Committee Chairman, PB, the Chairman NB gave PB’s 

    report verbally. This item was  audio recorded. 
5.1 New application  - consideration of a preplanning advice application submitted by the Church Commissioners  to TDC for a residential development at Pynes Farm Yard, to which  the Parish Council’s response is sought. The councillors debated the application. In  line with the Neighbourhood Plan, It was felt that there should be a least one 1-bedroom dwelling; fewer larger dwellings; more  carparking spaces on site to ensure that the development does not lead to pressure on on-street parking in  the village; more electric car charging points; e-bike charging points in the sheds;  and a robust carbon reduction  plan. 8.1 Pynes Community Orchard Working Group: (NB) (Councillor Thomas declared an interest in this item and left the room).
The chairman of the working party, Peter Cloke, had provided a briefing note, updating the current negotiations with the Church Commissioners; and the position over the disputed strip of dismantled railway. A claim for possessory title to the disputed strip has been formally posted on the Land Registry website. We anticipate a decision by the Land Registry soon. The first planting of new fruit trees will begin in January 2020. Andy Bragg has ordered fifty apple and four pear trees, including traditional Devon varieties.  The volunteer group will meet to help with planting and putting in protective post and wire surrounds. The cost of the trees and their protection has been met by earmarked donations. 8.2 Weir Meadow Working Group: (NB) The working group will meet on 19 September 2019. An offer has been made to buy the Northern Fields from the Church Commissioners as a means of removing the conditions of agricultural access across Weir Meadow, and so freeing the way to our plans for making a recreation and sports ground there. The councillors debated the issues of the funding for this and the need for an open meeting to keep the parishioners informed.  Councillors favoured an approach which treated the Meadow and Northern Fields as one project and one transaction. Next meeting: Monday 28 October 2019 at 7pm in The Hub. Chairman Stuart Brooking 
8.3 Emergency Planning Working Group: (PB) Flood avoidance. With autumn here and its fall of leaves and other debris, the Emergency Planning Working Group advise residents to keep gratings and roadside gutters clear outside their houses to avoid flash flooding.  Council decided against distributing an EA leaflet on  flooding, provided for the meeting by PB, to residents.                              ACTION: ML to put advice notice in Ide Times
