Public participation time: The chairman invited members of the public present to give their views or question the Parish Council on issues on this agenda or raise issues to be considered for discussion at a future meeting, at the discretion of the chairman. Members of the public may not take part in the Parish Council Meeting itself.

1. Apologies were received from councillors Andy Swain (also rep TDC) and  Jenny Lundh; and from Alison Foden (TDC).

2. Declarations of Interest:  Councillors Bishop and Thomas declared an interest in item 8.1
3. Draft minutes of previous meeting held on 15 May 2019 were approved and adopted; and signed by the chairman.
4. Planning Applications: Planning Committee Chairman (PB)
4.1 New applications 
19/01214/FUL Whiddon Farm, Whiddon Lane – Erection of replacement agricultural Building. Re -siting of the building previously approved - to be considered on 16 July 2019 IPC Planning committee meeting.

19/00620/FUL Whiddon Farm, Whiddon Lane: Erection of replacement agricultural building. Granted

19/00628/FUL IDE – 11 The Hams: First floor side extension changing hipped roof to gable including rear dormer and new windows. Granted
4.4 Climate change emergency and associated planning issues – Councillors Bishop, Tysoe and Swain had attended a meeting held on 4 July 2019 in Newton Abbot hosted by TDC to discuss actions to be taken. Councillor Bishop explained that these guidelines could affect matters when considering planning applications.  We will await guidance on these plans when national and local guidelines are produced: TDC intend to discuss a paper in September.
4.5 Membership of Planning Committee. To ensure that committee meetings will be quorate, the Council agreed to amend paragraph 2.1 of the committee’s Terms of Reference: the committee will now comprise four members, with a quorum of three.            Action: CLERK to post amended ToR on website.
4.6 Planning Café report. Councillor Bishop reported that he had attended the Planning café held in Exminster on Monday 9 July 2019.  TDC had hosted this event and he had found this very helpful and informative.
5.  Safety recommendations for Children’s Play Area, by Ide School: (Papers 1 & 1a) Councillors Herbert and Bishop presented their report  of actions taken in the light of  the recent ROSPA inspection.  All  but one of ROSPA’s recommendations have been implemented. The outstanding item – to change the latch on  the gate to remove an entrapment hazard – will be completed soon.  The chairman thanked them and Barry Hookins for their work on this matter.
6.  Draft Risk Management Policy: (Paper 2) The chairman  presented the first draft of a Risk Management Policy, based on a template  recommended by Alison Marshall  from a nearby Devon parish council, adapted to Ide’s circumstances.  Ide Parish Council has never before had a formal policy or schedule for managing its risks. NB highlighted a number of points for discussion; and invited members to study the document over the next 3 weeks. Members were asked then to comment on  the draft by  email to ML and NB; and suggest additional areas of risk that might be included.  A further draft will then  be put to the September meeting. ACTION ALL – COMMENTS to chairman and clerk.
7.    Parish Councillor Vacancy:  The clerk explained that there is one unfilled vacancy following the May election, which the Council will fill by co-option. Advertisement notices have been posted. Interested parties will be asked to submit their completed applications forms. Applicants will be invited to the next meeting on 18 September 2019 for co-option by election by the Council. ACTION CLERK AND CHAIRMAN
8. Working group reports:
8.1 Pynes Community Orchard Working Group: (NB) (Councillors Bishop and Thomas declared an interest in this item and left the room).  
a) Report on progress in negotiations with Church Commissioners (CCs):  in June  the CCs’ lawyers told us that Strutt & Parker had amended the sales plan, which we had previously agreed in December 2018, due to an oversight. The land which the CCs now ask us to acquire does include a strip of dismantled railway at the north-eastern border of the orchard. This strip is the subject of a claim for adverse possession (possessory title). The status of this claim, and its effect on the Council’s attempts to secure a three year option to purchase the Orchard, are the subject of enquiries by Foot Anstey, the Council’s solicitors. 
The Orchard itself remains in  the  professional hands of licensee Andy Bragg. A fund raising prospectus is ready to print once the option agreement is in place.

          b) Date of next meeting – 7 August 2019 at 1, St Ida’s Close, 6pm.
8.2 Weir Meadow Working Group: (NB)

a)  Progress with negotiations with CCs over access to Northern Fields:  the Working Group has asked that the PC investigate purchasing the two Northern Fields adjacent to the Meadow, and possible funding streams, to try and overcome the constraints  of retained agricultural access across Weir Meadow to the Northern Fields. The N Fields are to be  formally, independently valued on 15 July; and NB will then open negotiations over a selling price with  the CCs. NB has investigated the steps we will need to take, in  liaison with Devon Association of Local Councils (DALC), to gain  authority from the Secretary of State to take a loan from the Public Works Loan Board to buy the N Fields.  A public meeting will be held at a suitable time to present this project to, and discuss it with,  local residents.
b)  TDC planning department has advised that an application for full planning permission will be necessary. Wildlife, flood  and arboreal assessments are underway. The landscape architect Peter Leaver plans to submit the application  in October 2019.

      b) Date of next meeting – 7 pm, 11 July 2019 at Cricket Pavilion.
8.3 Emergency Planning Working Group: (PB) The action plan proposals have now been submitted to TDC for approval.
8.4 Climate Emergency Working Group -  proposed Terms of Reference (AS) (Paper 3). The ToRs were unanimously approved and adopted.  The chairman thanked Councillors Swain, Bishop and Lundh for their work on the project.    ACTION: AS to set up CEWG with  structure and function as per ToR.
9. Local funds: Ide Village Fund – no applications received
10. Progress reports:       

10.1 Village website updating – Councillor Swain and the clerk have worked on updating the site. It is now  easier to find relevant information. Updating work will continue.   Action: ML and AS
10.2 Balls Farm Road – funding has been approved by DCC for a CCTV traffic survey. The cost of the survey has fallen, and will now be covered by the funds provided by Devon. The survey will happen in the Autumn.
10.3 Ide Village Road (ML) – still awaiting the erection of the signage.   Action: ML to pursue progress

There have been reports of overhanging branches forcing pedestrians, cyclists and drivers out into an already narrow road. A request to residents to clear overhanging branches etc will be put into the August Ide Times. ACTION CLERK
